1.   “Little Cigars” as used in Part 2 above and Part 7 of PM-1 refer to any roll, made wholly or in part of tobacco, where such roll 
has an integrated cellulose acetate filter and weighs less than 4 pounds per thousand and the wrapper or cover of which is made 
in whole or in part of tobacco. 

2.   Little Cigars also include any brands that continue to be taxed under OTP tax.
